3. An applicant willing to apply for more than one MAJOR subject in the undergraduate
(B.A.,B. Sc.) course, must apply using the options available in choosing the next MAJOR
subject.

4. Filled in Application Forms are to be submitted online by visiting the College website.

5. The list of selected applicants for admission will be uploaded in the college website in
due course of time.

The selected applicants will have to complete the admission procedure by paying the
admission fees in the ONLINE MODE only in the dates and time fixed by the college. If
anyone fails to fulfill the process, the selection will be cancelled and no claim will be
entertained.

6. Self-attested copies of mark sheet and pass certificate of the last qualifying

examination wherever applicable are to be submitted at the time of interview/admission
if the ADMISSION IS OFFLINE.

7. Acandidate will be admitted provisionally subject to production of original documents at the stipulated
time notified by the college authority after commencement of classes, if the ADMISSION IS ONLINE.

8. A candidate secking admission under the reserved quota (Caste, Culture, Sports, NCC etc.) must
submit a self-attested copy of the relevant certificate in support of his / her claim at the time of interview/
admission.
9. Orignal Documents required for verification:

(1) Admit card of H.S.S.L.C. or equivalent examinations.

(i1) Mark sheets of H.S.S.L.C. or equivalent examinations.
(i11) Pass Certificates of H.S.S.L.C. or equivalent examinations.

10. Candidates having Gap Period must submit an affidavit for the gap period (on stipulated time frame to
be notified by the college authority). However, any student having passed the qualifying examination
in 2020 or earlier, shall not be considered for admission.

11. Admission will take place on the notified date/time only. The web link will be closed after the stipulated
time period.

12. The actual fee for admission will be fixed as per government directive(s) and it will be notified in the
college website in due course of time.

13. There is provision for online classes and as per requirement and necessity, online classes will be
conducted. It is mandatory for every applicant to have his’/her OWN Phone Number, OWN e-mail ID
and a suitable device. (Inno case, parents’ Phone number and e-mail ID(s) will be applicable.).

14. Applicants seeking Hostel (Boys’ & Girls’) accomodation have to apply seperately for Hostel Seat
and if selected, can take Hostel Admission on the date of admission.

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FOUR YEAR UNDERGRADUATE PROGRAMMES
(FYUGP) IN CBCS (Arts and Science)

(1) UG Certificate programme:

UG Certificate Programme leads to a UG certificate after completing 1 year (2
semesters) of study in the chosen fields of study. Students on exit shall be awarded
UG certificate (in the Field of Study/Discipline) after securing the requisite 44 Credits
on completion of Semester Il if, in addition, they complete one work based/skill
based vocational course/internship of'4 credits within one year from the completion
of 2nd semester examination. These students are allowed to re-enter the degree
programme within a period of three years and complete the degree within the
stipulated maximum period of seven years.

(if) UG Diploma Programme;

UG Diploma Programme leads to a UG diploma after 2 years (4 semesters) of
study in the chosen fields of study. Students on exit shall be awarded UG Diploma
(in the Field of Study/Discipline) after securing the requisite 88 Credits on completion
of Semester IV if, in addition, they complete one work based/skill based vocational
course/internship of 4 credits within one year from the completion of 4th semester
examination. These students are allowed to re-enter the degree programme within
a period of three years and complete the degree within the maximum period of
seven years.

(111) Three Year UG Degree Programme (BA & B. Sc) with major:

Students who wish to undergo a 3-year (6 semester) UG programme shall be
awarded UG degree in the Major discipline after successful completion of three
years, securing a minimum of 132 credits.

(iv) Four Year UG Programme with honours (BA and B. Sc) with major:
Students who wish to undergo a 4-year (8 semester) UG programme shall be
awarded UG Honours degree in the Major discipline after successful completion
of four years, securing a minimum of 176 credits.

(v) Four Year UG Programme with honours with Research (BA and B. Sc¢) with
major:

Students who wish to undergo a 4-year (8 semester) UG programme shall be
awarded UG Honours and research degree in the Major discipline after successful
completion of four years with a rigorous research project, securing a minimum of
176 credits.

Key words:

a) Programme: The term ‘programme’ is used to mean the whole learning
experience or combination of courses pursued for a Certificate, Diploma or a Degree.
b) Course: A “Course” means one of the specified units which goes to comprise a
programme of study.

c¢) Academic Year: An ‘Academic Year’means a period of twelve months consisting
of two semesters.

d) Semester: The word “semester” is used to mean a half-yearly term or term of
studies including examinations, vacations and semester breaks.



e) Semester Duration: A semester normally extends over a period of 15 class
weeks. Each week has 30 hours of instruction spread over the week.

) In—semester: The word “in-semester” is used to refer to the continuous evaluation
within the half-yearly term.

g) End-semester: The word “end-semester” is used to refer to the terminal
processes of examinations and evaluations at the end but within the half-yearly
term.

h) Credit: A ‘credit’is a unit by which the coursework is measured. It determines
the number of hours of instruction required per week over the duration of a semester
(minimum 15 weeks). A course may have only a lecture component or a lecture and
tutorial component or a lecture and practicum component or a lecture, tutorial and
practicum component, or only practicum component. Credit shall be defined as

1) Academic Bank of Credits (ABC): ‘Academic Bank of Credits (ABC)’is an
academic service mechanism as a digital/virtual/online entity established and managed
by MOE/UGC to facilitate students to become its academic account holders and
paving the way of seamless student mobility, between or within degree-granting
Higher Education Institutions through a formal system of credit recognition, credit
accumulation, credit transfers and credit redemption to promote distributed and
flexible teaching learning.

1) Academic Flexibility: ‘ Academic Flexibility’ is the provision for innovative and
interchangeable curricular structures to enable creative combinations of Courses/
Programmes in disciplines of study leading to Certificate/Diploma/Degree of study
offering multiple entry and multiple exit facilities removing the rigid curricular
boundaries and creating new possibilities of life-long learning.

k) Credit accumulation: ‘Credit Accumulation’ means the facility created by ABC
in the Academic Bank Account opened by the students across the country in order
to transfer and consolidate the ‘credits’ earned by them by undergoing ‘courses’ in
any of the eligible HEISs.

1) Credit recognition: ‘Credit Recognition’ means the credits earned through eligible/
partnering HEIs and transferred directly to the ABC by the concerned HEIs.

m) Credit redemption: ‘Credit redemption’ means the process of commuting the
accrued ‘credits’ in the Academic Bank Account of the students maintained in ABC
for the purpose of fulfilling the “credits requirements’ for the award of Certificates/
Diplomas/Degrees etc. by the degree awarding HEISs.




m) Credit transfer: ‘Credit transfer’ means the mechanism by which the eligible
HEIs registered with ABC are able to receive or provide prescribed ‘credits’ to
individual registered ABC account in adherence to the UGC credit norms for the
‘course/s’ registered by the desirous students in any HEIs within India.
n) Course teacher: A ‘Course teacher’ is a teacher or any person who is engaged
by the University/ College/Institute for teaching a Course. He/ she shall perform the
following functions:
(a) Teaching the Course approved by the statutory authorities.
(b) Maintaining attendance and performance records of all the students registered
for the Course(s) he/she teaches.
(¢) Conducting In-semester Assessment (Internal Assessment)
(d) Involving himself/herself in preparation and moderation of question papers,
evaluation, scrutiny and finalization of results of the course(s) etc. whenever
needed.
(e) Participating in various curricular and co-curricular activities as and when
necessary.
(f) Preparing syllabus of different Courses whenever necessary.
